    A) President Elect (Brian) – Seminar update
1. Mike Ford April 22 is set.  Brian will send out PDM topics for us to think about. Mike has accepted. Dr. Whitman has topics & dates.  Next steps: 1) Determination on Venue 2) Submittal into APICS Journal.  3) Flyer in Feb.
2.  Accounts receivable for workshops - Good progress made with organizations within Cessna.  Several of them are in process of paying their invoices.  I provided the latest amounts due to our chapter to Crystal, and she will be reporting those numbers.  I asked Elly to help with collections on two students who have stone-walled us on payment (Christy Doze & Nina Nguyen).  All students in Steve Plaster's current workshop have been billed and payments have been received for approx 1/2 of the class.
3. Seminar flyer is complete and copies will be available for pickup at Tuesday's PDM.  For an advance look, see attached.
4. Seminar location will be at the Southside Education Center (47th & Oliver).  Still working the detail with WATC on which room.  I am negotiating to get the room provided at no charge.
5. Finding a sponsor for the seminar lunch has not been easy.  Airtechnics, ASC and GPI have declined my request for sponsorship.  I asked the CIO of Spirit today, and he seemed agreeable to taking on the sponsorship.  I should know for sure in the next day or two.  If anyone else has ideas for a sponsor in case Spirit falls thru, I would welcome those.
6. 2009-10 board - I have asked a number of people at Coleman and Cessna to be on the board.  No luck so far, but I have a contact at Cessna that has offered to email everyone in their Supply Chain organization our solicitation for board members.   I need to know what board positions remain open for next year.  I'm not sure about Marketing (Jeff), Publications (Noman) and Membership (Amy).
7. Offering completely free training to board members has cost us quite a bit of $$ this year.  We might want to consider offering only free tuition, not books to board members.  We provided a set of CSCP books to Ron when he attended Jeff's CSCP class (approx $600).  We also provided lots of classes to Amy (currently 4x$420=$1680) and she will probably take another $420 class later in the spring.
